a. AR 4 – In Support of Retaining Dr. Sarah Weddington (fast-track justified)
Martinez: Prove Manny wrong. In support of retaining Weddington, if you haven’t seen in Daily Texas, being let go due to budget cuts, we wanted to write this because she is an amazing professor at the University, one of her most monumental things, at the age of 26 she won Roe v. Wade, that’s that

Rosenthal: Did she have any intention of retiring? Did this just happen at the same time?

Martinez: No, she actually had a class for next semester

Stone: Is there a reason they are letting her go?

Martinez: Women’s and Gender Studies said because she is adjunct, not tenured, they could let her go

Thayer: If this works out, we are going to find the women to continue funding her salary?

Desai: That’s what a lot of groups are looking at, hopefully they can provide University funding

Martinez: In the resolution it calls for the University to explore alternative sources

Rep: Why are we focusing on supporting Weddington and not other adjunct professors?

Martinez: A lot of students have spoken out against it, all over the Daily Texas, there was a letter writing campaign last week, DT articles

Carlson: Do you know anything about students who have taken her class and how she is rated?

Desai: She is rated highly, have heard good things from her students, has been a good students mentor, speaks to orgs

Rosenthal: How many other adjunct professors were let go in that department?

Desai: Just her

Carlson: Does this set a dangerous precedent? Does SG have to act on every budget decision the administration makes?

Desai: No, we are just saying we desire her as a professor, and we want them to find alternative ways to fund her

Martinez: We had the Vietnamese classes resolution last year that was similar to this question, and the same argument was made, and that didn’t happen, and we didn’t expect that to happen

Hicks: Q&A is over

Desai: Move to fast-track

Rep: How long has she been teaching?

Leonard: Do we know how many professors are being cut from UT as a whole?

Desai: Hard to tell

Martinez: Hard to tell, first one we have heard about, Dean Deihl wants to prevent cuts

Lawler: Can you speak more towards LA CTBAC and their level of involvement?

Desai: We served on CTBAC, we passed recommendations, on of the biggest was preserving academics, specifically retaining faculty, which allows us to be a first class University, we as a CTBAC thought that was important, and we believe Weddington’s experiences are experiences UT students cant get from other professors

Lawler: If what I am hearing from you is that this is an extreme situation?

Martinez: Yes

Laurel: Have you talked to anyone from the department?

Martinez: I know Alyssa Davis, Women’s Research Agency, and she said she has been speaking with the Women’s and Gender studies, and the cut the received was similar to her salary

Nevels: Can you describe her in so far as her diversity to the department?

Desai: White female, experiences set her apart, graduated from UT Law in a time when not a lot of women got hired in firms, she argued Roe V. Wade and won as a 26 year old, she has seen the field of law both when it was dominated by white males and now. She also has experience in government in both the state and federal level, meaning she has valuable experience

Martinez: Cross listed with Government, one of the few women

Desai: AB 5: Worst tornado storms in 80 years, over 300 death, University of Alabama was central damage, Their “drag” was where the tornado hit. This keeps in track with relief to Haiti, Japan, this is the starting point, want to pass this and then look into an initiative to fundraise and provide relief

Carlson: Fantastic thing: SG Helps out in any way it can? Any problems with this?

d. AR 7 – In Support of Advocating Transparency, Student Involvement and the Preservation of Research by the Board of Regents of The University of Texas System  (fast-track justified)
Portillo: We have to get Natalie something to use as ammunition in Board of Regents conversations, it has to be well thought out, not something straight from Texas Public Policy

Rep: I would like to see the word transpired changed?

Portillo: Resultant

Amendment: Change transpired to resultant

Nevels: AMENDEMENT: Deleting the first three WHEREAS and first BE IT RESOLVED

Carlson: I feel like this bill combines two separate things, it combines transparency, which is non-controversial, and an opinion. Would you consider splitting these into two bills?

Desai: I would argue that neither of those are controversial, as the opinion is in line with the core mission of the University

Motion to fast-track

Fast-tracked

Debate:

Carlson: Move to formally amend to strike the first three whereas and the first resolved

Objected

Debate: Although you argue it is not controversial, it is currently being debated, I really feel you need to separate the two. We need to demand transparency and involvement, but we need to separate the opinion argument about the TPP recommendations from that statement. You have to remember how everything we do is going to be viewed. This is a good amendment, and I encourage you to vote

Janette: First three Whereas’s just set the stage and describe the situation, this is an ongoing conversation

Nevels: Agree with Janette that you have to express need for student voice, but these first three whereas’s get into budget and policy opinons. One of my professors gets millions of research dollars, and its hard to tell where exactly that money goes or comes from. We need to make sure we are making the best decisions, and we need ensure student involvement in the process, but the opinion shouldn’t be involved

Rep: Basically what your concern is that if we put an opinion within this legislation, the board isn’t going to put as much concentration on the need for a student voice

Carlson: The reason for the amendment is to place the focus on the need for a student voice rather than the opinion 

Desai: TPP suggested separation of research and teaching, we disagree, we think that this argument is the heart of this issue, I think all of us understand is that the reason we need student involvement is to express that we need research and teaching entertwined, it is invaluable to a UT education

Carlson: I respect that point, we need to be careful about how we do our legislation, this is our final form, transparency and involvement is important, but we need to separate these first three whereases

Portillo: I would be down for considering that if we had another meeting or if this were going to committee, but unless you had a whiz-bang solution, I don’t think that theres really a clear way to split the legislation, this really sets the stage for the controversy and why we are even asking for a voice, the situation at hand necessitates that

Nevels: Transparency is essential, we all agree on that, we agree that student involvement is essential, but we disagree on the fact that these three whereases need to be separate as an argument of its own, I want to make sure you guys understand exactly what we are saying, there are known fact behind this idea

Janette: Three whereas statements are the reason for the bill, Texas tribune article talking about debate about this controversy. This is about the rick odonnel situation, the have been overstepping student voice, we as students have less of a say in regent conversations since they are appointed by the governor. This is an ongoing fight that students need to be involved in, in three years, three of the regents have finished their terms and are being replaced, we need to be involved in these conversations from the beginning

Debate on Bill:

Butler: Its incredibly important, encourage to add the word fundamentally back in, I have been heavily involved in this, working hard in the conversation, this issue has been dominating my presidency so far, could alter the entire university, will probably the biggest issue of my term

Carlson: We have agreed to pass the bill as one, even though its largely political, researchers arent always the best lecturers and professors, I have reasons for voting against this, those researchers should be doing research, but should they be teaching undergraduates, there are kneejerk reactions among students to support administrative decisions, remember anytime you have had a bad professor. This idea will help track spending in research, ensure the best professors

Lawler: Is the only information we have editorials? Personal opinions?

Portillo: Has not been scholarly research in the past 3 weeks on this issue

Lawler: Has there been any research on spending on teaching and spending on research

Martinez: People that grant teir 1 status increase funding.

Lawler: It is backed by research

Nevels: These were cited from politicized letters, there was no research to prove what we are talking about, separating accounting and budgeting between teachers and researcher. I have had really bad teachers who were excellent researchers. This is saying that everyone in the student body thinks that research and teaching need to be entertwined, but they don’t. Just saying that we have done this historically is not an argument to support this. Try new things. Writing this letter does not gaurantee transparency at all. By other means, not necessarily writing this letter

Butler: Having interacted with regents, administrators, this just isnt about budgeting and funding, it is so much bigger, it is about the legacy and the core mission of this university and the value of our degree. Are we going to stay teir 1, are we going to be AAU status? We don’t want to lose that status.

Carlson: If we do this, it isn’t going to get us kicked out of the AAU, the wording is strong, I am not proposing a bill that says to separate them entirely. We need to look into better ways to make us a better university. Yes, we need to be careful. This is a very political position, and we are taking a strong and risky opinion. If this gets struck down I do not oppose

Rep: Is there a way that we can make this more sustainable as our opinion from now until the end of the summer?

Portillo: Do you have language to suggest? 

Rep: 

Desai: This is the most important resolution that we might consider in out entire term. I do not think this is inflammatory at all. I think this is in line with what students want. GSA, Senate, and Natalie have been working on this for a long time. UT is the greatest university in Texas, research and teaching are intertwined in that. A lot of the policies that TPP foundation is recommending were implemented by A&M, and the AAU reprimanded them. I think our degree value is strong because of research. This isn’t about bad teaching. You could have had a bad teacher, but that doesn’t mean you shouldn’t vote for this. Human genome project- cost billions of dollars, no application (world opinion)

Carlson: Amendment to delete 2nd and 3rd WHEREAS, Nevels seconded

Objected

Carlson: I don’t see any reason to reference the TPP Foundation, it would be better to take out those whereas clauses to make a better resolution (more presentable) that doesn’t have to include the specifics, we can support a more general idea

Martinez: The reason that is in there because it sets the stage.
